What:  ServeNebraska, the Nebraska Volunteer Service Commission, is making funding available to Nebraska not-for-profit organizations, schools, programs and institutions to develop, coordinate and implement small projects that will engage Nebraska youth in service to their local communities in conjunction with Global Youth Service Day, April 20-22, 2012. The goal is to build a strong youth service and service-learning foundation maximizing the number of youth planning and participating in events. Your application must support Nebraska youth in local one-day or continuous service projects with a service-learning component.  Service Learning is defined as “a teaching and learning approach that integrates community service with academic study to enrich learning, teach civic responsibility and strengthen communities”.  More information can be found here:  www.nylc.org .  Please submit a full application (attached), including a detailed proposed budget and project description. The complete application should not be longer than five (5) pages.
There are two pools of funding available:

Disability Inclusion Youth Service – Projects engaging and benefitting youth with disabilities 

Youth Service – Projects engaging and benefiting any Nebraska youth 
Please state which pool of funds you are applying for within your application.  
Applications for Disability Inclusion Youth Service funding must include significant involvement by individuals with disability in the design and implementation of the project. Other than this stipulation, the selection criteria for the Youth Service and the Disability Inclusion Youth Service funding pools are the same. 

Maximum grant award from either funding pool: $300.00 per grant.

Allowable use of funds:  These funds are to be used for direct programming needs. Allowable uses of funds are project materials, transportation for participants, food, beverages and other necessary refreshments, venue or material rentals. Funds may not be used to cover personnel costs. Projects that seek funding exclusively for food and beverages are unlikely to be viewed favorably.
Selection Criteria:  Projects should aim to engage young people in a way that links service with intentional learning goals. Strong applications will have the following characteristics:

• Be youth led

• Have a substantive impact on youth participants

• Have a substantive impact on the community

• Foster community partnerships

• Mobilize volunteers

• Engage diverse community members

• Involved the media and public officials

• Celebrate and recognize service

• Have a Service-learning approach
• Inspire & sustain the commitment for service

To ensure Nebraska initiatives are included in this global display of youth service, all applicants are required to register their project at http://gysd.org/  

Key criteria used to evaluate applications will be the number of youth volunteers, the project cost-effectiveness; and the impact on the community.

Preference will be given to applications that: demonstrate diverse community support; occur in central or western Nebraska; are from entities that have not applied for GYSD grants before; or have a cost-per-youth ratio of $1.00 or less.  In order to demonstrate diverse community support, please provide information in the budget portion of the application about matching funds and/or in-kind resources.  ServeNebraska reserves the right to award partial funding based on the applicants proposed budget and project description.  Budgeted items such as food will not be funded.
Reporting: Following completion of the Global Youth Service Day activity, you will also need to provide ServeNebraska with service data, including the number of youth engaged, number of service beneficiaries, photos of the event and examples of any items created.  All required information is available through a link at www.serve.nebraska.gov
