Selection Criteria: Projects may be chosen based on the following criteria: 
· level of engagement of individuals with disabilities; 
· number of volunteers engaged substantively; 
· cost-effectiveness;

· location;
· proposed impact;

· and ability to meet application eligibility requirements. 
Applicants are encouraged to commit matching resources (cash and/or In-kind) to support the project. ServeNebraska reserves the right to award partial funding based on funding limitations and the applicants proposed budget and project description.
Allowable Use of Funds: Funds are limited and meant to be used for direct programming needs. Allowable uses of funds are project materials, transportation for participants, limited food, beverages and other necessary refreshments and venue or material rentals. Funds may not be used to cover personnel costs.
Reporting: Successful applicants will be required to provide service data, including the number of volunteers engaged, number of service beneficiaries, or items created, as applicable. Additionally, applicants will be required to submit a one-page project summary narrative and photos at the conclusion of the activity.
